The affiliation should be in 11pt Times New Roman, singled-spaced, centered, one blank line after. It should contain the institution, city and country of the authors, and the email address of the corresponding author.

Figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written centered, in 10pt Times New Roman with lower case letters. A 6pt space should separate the figure from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the upper part of the figure and the bottom of the caption from the surrounding text. References should be in this style: [1, 2], and formatted as in the examples given below.

A displayed equation is numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text, as in the example:
