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Abstract

The Abstract should be a single paragraph that summarizes the main findings of the paper. After the abstract a list of up to 10 keywords that will be useful for indexing or searching should be included.

1. Introduction

This part should introduce the topic of your contribution and give an overview about the following content. To have the same style as for the contributions of the conference book, please use the given specifications. The size of the book will be smaller than DIN A4 or Letter, so the usage of the available space for printing should be reduced to 12.7 cm or 5.0 inch in width and 18.5 cm or 7.3 inch in height.

The text-lettering-size should be 10 pt, while the headline on top may be 12 pt and bold, followed by the authors of the contribution with affiliation. Address and contact information of the corresponding author should be given below. The character font should be "Times" in the whole document.
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Illustrations and tables should be numbered according to their sequence in the text. Each illustration and table should be accompanied by a caption. Illustrations and tables should be inserted into the corresponding sections of the contribution like Fig. 1 on this page. Equations should appear with the number in parentheses at the right margin. 

Illustrations can be colored or in grey scale. A separate submission of high-resolution graphic files is not necessary.

We would very much appreciate receiving the contribution as MS-Word-file, in order to facilitate the editing procedure. The formatted contribution should not notably deviate from a total volume of 1020 pages.

Your contribution to a special issue of the “Diffusion Fundamentals“ Online-Journal should be sent via E‑mail before August 1st, 2009.

2. Headline of second section

"Experimentals" and "Methods" should be sufficiently detailed to enable the experiments to be reproduced. "Results" and "Discussion" may be combined and organized into subheadings. References should be cited in the text by square brackets, e.g. [1].

Please use the conclusion section to summarize the main ideas and important issues. "References" should be the final paragraph.
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
