A 2020 article in the magazine Psychology Today asks in the headline, “Is Masculinity in
Crisis? If So, What Should Be Done?” This question is anything but new. In British contexts,
the first of many ‘crises’ of masculinity has been attributed to the emergence of the ‘new
woman’ demanding voting rights and greater equality in the late 19th century. The crisis-of-
masculinity thesis first emerged in the 1960s and has since received numerous variations and
critiques. This seminar starts out from the question why masculinities in the West are
perpetually declared to be ‘in crisis’ and which racial, ethnic, classed, gendered, and sexual
subject positions are normalised in the process of such a declaration. We will chart the rise of
masculinity studies in Anglo-American academia since the 1980s and discuss influential
concepts coined by Raewyn Connell (hegemonic masculinity), Jack Halberstam (female
masculinity), Michael Kimmel (invisible masculinity), and others. Drawing our case studies from
media discourses, films, series, podcasts, and social media platforms, we will explore how to
systematically describe and analyse the spectrum of masculine gender expression in
contemporary British and anglophone cultures.

The English Book between the Fifteenth Century and the Victorian Period: Applying
Theories of the Material Text in Cultural Studies

In England, the culture of the book significantly changed in the 1470s when William Caxton
introduced the process of printing with movable type to the country. From this time on, the
printed book slowly developed into the preferred medium for the transmission of texts,
responding to such crucial cultural developments as the English Reformation or the
Industrialisation. In the course of our seminar, we shall take a closer look at English book
production and consumption between the fifteenth and the later nineteenth centuries, and we
will place special emphasis on the cultural implications of the material text as a complex
signifying practice. Questions to be addressed include: ‘How was the status of the printed book
perceived at different times in English cultural history?’; ‘What does the material form of the
book tell us about its various functions in English culture?’ and ‘In how far can the book be
regarded as consolidating or negotiating the cultural codes of its time?’

Comics underwent a crucial shift in critical appreciation in the 20th century and are generally
no longer dismissed as lowbrow/mass entertainment. On the contrary, comics can be seen as
a pivotal art form of our times, combining an unchained approach to narrative with an emphasis
on visual culture. Various aspects of comics and graphic novels lend themselves to, and call
for, Cultural Studies analysis. Within the framework outlined by the circuit of culture, this class
will take a wide range of perspectives to show what Cultural Studies 'can do' when examining
comics and graphic novels. Among the approaches covered in the course will be media-
specific narrative and genre theory, adaptation studies (investigating comics' relationship to
'literature' on the one hand, and film and other audiovisual forms on the other), a look at media
contexts such as newspapers and magazines, economic factors, theories of seriality, comics
and/as art, subcultures and fandom studies, the relations with British and other histories,
comics in the digital age, the critique of ideology, representations of race and ethnicity, class,
gender, and sexuality.

This seminar will explore the social, cultural, and environmental impacts of automobiles and
automobility through the lens of representation, narrative, and dispositive analysis. The
automobile has been an iconic symbol of modernity, mobility, and freedom, but also a source
of pollution, congestion, and social inequality. We will examine how various forms of
representation, such as advertising, films, literature, art, and media, construct and reflect the
meanings, values, and ideologies associated with the car. We will also investigate the
narratives and discourses surrounding the car, including the myths, stereotypes, and
controversies that have shaped our perceptions and attitudes towards it. Throughout the
seminar, students will be encouraged to critically engage with the readings, participate in group
discussions, and develop independent research projects related to the topics covered. The
course aims to provide a multidisciplinary and comparative perspective on automobility
studies, drawing on insights from sociology, cultural studies, geography, history, and
environmental studies. By the end of the seminar, students should have gained a deeper
understanding of the complex and contested nature of automobility, and the ways in which
representations and narratives shape our relationship with the car and the world around us.

Literary world building is perhaps most obvious in the fantasy genre, but the techniques which
create literary worlds are present to some extent in all fictional texts. Starting with simple
analyses of settings, a correspondence of narrative structures along a geographical path, the
dichotomy between the countryside and the city in Romantic and Victorian fiction, for example,
will lead us into larger discussions of how literary works engage in world building and how
these elements interact with and influence characters in the stories, but also us, as the readers
of these worlds. Most modern fantasy texts feature a map at the beginning of the book, helping
the reader to gain a sense of geography during the reading process. Thomas More’s Utopia
already had a corresponding map, as did other classical works. The imagined geographies of
several selected texts and fictional universes will be discussed in regard to their importance
for and correspondence with the text as well as the corresponding fictional universe.
Furthermore the geographies will be examined concerning their references to real places or
institutions in regard to R. Jackson’s definition of fantasy as a subversive genre and E. Said’s
discussion of the social and political implications of imagined geographies.

This course focuses on selected plays by Shakespeare that are often referred to as ‘problem
plays.” Although the First Folio of Shakespeare’s plays (1623) assigned them to the dramatic
subgenres of ‘comedy’ and ‘tragedy’ respectively, their representation of moral and social
dilemmas defies such easy categorisation. With a view to investigating the plays’ comic and
tragic potential we will consider their historical context, their place in the overall development
of Shakespeare’s dramatic work, and their reception history. This will also allow us to address
more general questions related to generic classification.

This course serves as an introduction to contemporary travel writing and important theoretical
approaches to this fascinating genre. Travelling often means meeting the other and being
confronted with one’s own identity and perspective. We will see how much travel writing tells
us not only about the travel destinations but also about the travelling subject and the dynamics
of British culture. As a form of (self-)discovery, travelogues often provide new views of the
world and are highly intertextual. We will discuss a diverse range of travel narratives and
explore the genre as an intersection between literary, journalistic, autobiographical and
historical writing. We will also consider a number of recent developments, such as the growing
importance of digital texts for travel writing and cross-media travelogues.

The lecture’s objectives are threefold: First,
enabling a profound understanding of the period of Modernism and its far-reaching aesthetic
conceptions; second, presenting new theoretical approaches to select aspects of this period;

Since
Modernism is not just a literary phenomenon, there will also be references to developments in
the arts in order to broaden the approach.

Modernist poetry is famous as well as notorious for being ‘difficult.” What is sometimes
forgotten is how new, exciting, and adventurous these texts still are today. As part of the
European and American avant-garde, British modernism is experimental and self-reflexive;
traditional lyric forms are broken up and ‘Romantic’ conventions, centring around selfhood and
subjectivity expressed in poetry, are thrown over board. In this seminar, we will take the
broader context into account: the massive changes taking place during the first decades of the
20" century including the First World War, media change, the development of mass media,
mass industrialisation, metropolitan life, etc. Furthermore, we will look at important aesthetic
movements such as Futurism, Imagism, Vorticism, and DADA, while the main focus will be on
a close reading of lyric poetry: the poems written by T.S. Eliot, W.B. Yeats, Ezra Pound, H.D.,
Mina Loy, Gertrude Stein, among others. A reader will be made available on Moodle.

Scotland seems to be facing (once again) a momentous turning point in its history and identity.
After the Referendum for Independence was narrowly defeated in 2014, Scotland voted
overwhelmingly to stay in the EU in the Brexit Referendum of 2016 but was nevertheless taken
out with the help of the larger numbers of mostly English voters. Together with the landslide
victories of the Scottish National Party in the 2015 and 2019 elections (and their being in power
continuously in Scotland since 2007), this opens the door to a possible second “Indyref’, and
certainly exacerbates the tensions within the (dis)United Kingdom. In this course, therefore,
we will look at the historical development of the Anglo-Scottish relationship (including the Union
of the Crowns in 1603 and the Act of Union in 1707, Scotland’s role in the Union and the British
Empire, industrialisation, growing nationalism in the C20, devolution and the setting-up of the
new Scottish Parliament in the late 1990s etc.) and analyse Scotland’s current situation and

future prospects. Broadening our view into fields like literature and film/TV or popular culture
towards the end, we will hopefully get a glimpse of the exciting field of Scottish Studies today.

Economic Criticism is an emerging field of study exploring the relations between the economy
and cultural texts (such as literature, films etc.). While looking at foundational texts of economic
theory and non-fiction, Economic Criticism is particularly interested in the ways in which
aspects of the economy (such as production, consumption, money, economic agents and the
socio-economic system at large) and practices/phenomena associated with it (social class,
work and free time) are represented across the media and in various art forms, often making
use of Cultural Studies methodology. In this class, we will mainly be dealing (!) with selected
films and literary works not only to analyse their multiple approaches to representing economy,
but also to understand the ways in which these works are conditioned by the economic
system(s) from which they emerge. A major aim of this course will be to demonstrate that basic
concepts and methods of Cultural Studies, centred around the circuit of culture (with its key
categories production, consumption, regulation, representation and identity), are closely
related to economic reflection.

Hindi cinema from Mumbai has doubtlessly become a global phenomenon. As the well-known,
if controversial, label “Bollywood” (a blend of ‘Bombay’, the former name of Mumbai, and
‘Hollywood’) captures, popular Indian cinema has secured global mainstream appeal. The
success of films inspired by Hindi film aesthetics, such as Danny Boyle’s Slumdog Millionaire
(2008), has further extended the popularity of Bollywood products to transnational audiences.
In this seminar, we will familiarise ourselves with the generic features of Bollywood films
(focusing on genre, plot, storyline, casting, song-and-dance routines) and discuss their
production and global consumption. The aim of the seminar is to equip students with the tools
to analyse the complex sign system of Bollywood films with regard to aspects of
postcolonialism, national identity, and globalisation. In the final part of the seminar, we will go
‘beyond’ Bollywood and turn to other prominent Indian film industries and genres, such as
parallel cinema or the Mumbai noir.

While sometimes dismissed as ‘mere rhetoric’ or as deceiving means of manipulation,
speeches have undoubtedly been a powerful element of political discourse and are a
particularly fruitful text genre for cultural studies research. In this seminar, we will read, listen
to and/or watch a selection of political speeches from the late 19" century until today that deal
with the UK'’s position in the world. Taking into account both the changing historical and social
context and the crucial role of language and style, we will analyse and compare public
speeches by, among others, Joseph Chamberlain, Winston Churchill, Margaret Thatcher and
Boris Johnson. On the one hand, this shall lead us to more general discussions about change
and continuity in both political rhetoric and dominant self-images of Britain from the heyday of
the Empire to Brexit. On the other hand, the consideration of different approaches to political
speeches, including ‘classical’ rhetoric and Critical Discourse Analysis, and the use of central
concepts of British Cultural Studies shall enable students to expand their theoretical and
methodological proficiency and conduct their own analyses in individual case studies.

“In the era of global warming,” writes the Indian author Amitav Ghosh, “nothing is really far
away.” This seminar brings together ecocritical and postcolonial scholarship to explore
environmental literatures from a variety of different geographical and cultural origins. We will
start with investigating the main tenets and practical implications of ecocritical theory, taking
Margaret Atwood’s Oryx and Crake, the first installment of her MaddAddam trilogy, as a literary
test case. As a second step, we will move on to the work of the British writer Sara Hall, whose
feminist dystopian novel The Carhullan Army bears some resemblances to Atwood’s work but
also considerably departs from it. The two novels not just address the environmental, but also
the societal risks generated by a global extractive capitalism. Therefore, issues of class, race,
and gender will also be important focal points of our discussion.

In the second half of the semester, we will analyze how authors from the global South such as
Amitav Ghosh have addressed environmental disaster. We will explore how the long-term
repercussions of colonialism are confronted in postcolonial environmental literature and how
ecocriticism and postcolonialism can enrich, but maybe also interrupt each other. A particular
emphasis will be on the various new and traditional forms have been used in the context of
writing environmental disaster (dystopia, “planetary realism”, science writing, petrofiction etc.).
The seminar carries a comparatively heavy reading load. We will read three to four novels,
plus criticism and theory.

Today, the question of identity still seems to be on the agenda while we are witnessing
an ever growing, stylistically diverse, and thematically rich literary output from this vast country.
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The course provides a first approach to Canadian literature in English via a selection of prose
texts in focusing on the thematic aspect of ‘Wilderness’. Textual analyses of this central
conception will emphasize conflicts such as man vs. nature, the urban vs. the rural, mass
society vs. individual isolation.

This course accompanies the lecture ‘Introduction to Synchronic Linguistics’, which gives a
survey of various linguistic subdisciplines. It extends the introduction within the following core
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fields of linguistics: phonetics/phonology, morphology, syntax and semantics. We will
describe the sound system of English, the structure of the English syllable and phonological
processes operating in connected speech, discuss and analyse the patterns of English word-
formation and inflection as well as the structure of phrases and sentences. Within semantics
we will cover semantic relations in the lexicon and different approaches to the description of
meaning. Participants are expected to use the book by Plag et al. (2015). Additional reading
material will be provided in class.

Ubung: English Phonetics and Phonology fir Wiederholer

The course describes the many aspects of the standard variety of spoken English, variably
known as RP or Nn-Regional Pronunciation. These aspects include the sound system, the
structure of the English syllable, phonological processes important to elicit near-native fluent
speech, and forms and functions of important prosodic features such as intonation.

A special goal is to learn to read and write phonemic transcription (IPA), which we consider a
basic skill esp. for teacher students.

In order to develop research ideas in this discipline, we therefore need
to learn about (i) the possible effects of socio-stylistic variables (e.g. gender, social class,
contexts of language use) on linguistic variation; (ii) phonetic variables, i.e. characteristics of
speakers’ accents that may be influenced by such socio-stylistic factors; and (iii) sociophonetic
methodology, i.e. issues involved in planning, designing and conducting a sociophonetic study.
Term papers written in this seminar will be empirical in the sense that a small scale study
based on original data is planned and executed by seminar participants. For the empirical
components, we will work with the freeware softwares Praat and R, which will be introduced
step by step in the seminar.

Learning at least one foreign language yourself, you probably have compared your own mother
tongue against the peculiarities of that foreign language in one way or another. Curiously
enough, relatively few scholars lately choose to utilize this approach for the scientific study of
English and German. This is somewhat surprising, as the two languages are ideal candidates
for such a contrastive analysis, as they are rather closely related yet have moved apart
considerably over the course of their history.

This course will familiarize students with a contrastive approach to linguistics, focusing on a
comparison of English and German. The goal is to identify and explain characteristics of the
English language through cross-linguistic comparison. In doing so, we will take a tour through
all major levels of linguistic analysis ranging from discourse pragmatics to phonetics. Students
will be guided towards carrying out their own research projects.

Linguistic competence in German is not a prerequisite for this course, however an interest in
the German language is, as we will use it as the primary language for comparison.

You may hold the view that grammar is a dry and boring thing that does nothing more than to
simply exist. This course, in contrast, asks: Where does grammar come from? The perspective
of grammaticalization reveals that grammar is not just ‘there’, but is constantly changing and
developing, thereby creating new forms and structures. In a narrow interpretation,
grammaticalization is about how grammatical categories evolve out of lexical ones. However,
its boundaries with related processes, such as lexicalization and constructionalization (the
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formation of new form-meaning constructions), are not clearly delimited. We will adopt a
broader perspective and discuss grammaticalization phenomena in the wider context of
linguistic change in general. In doing so, we will pay particular attention to the role of different
mechanisms of change that have been suggested to underlie the process of
grammaticalization. The focus of the course will be on English, but other languages will be
considered for comparative purposes.

In this seminar, we look at relatively recent developments in the central reference dialects of
British and American (Standard) English. We focus on lexical and grammatical changes that
can be explored using (online) corpora of English. Apart from building up their general
knowledge concerning certain linguistic phenomena and developing their analytical and
verbalisation skills, participants will also learn about more general social and linguistic
processes of change. For instance, we may ask which of the observed changes can be
explained in terms of ongoing grammaticalization, colloquialisation, democratisation and
Americanisation, respectively. Term papers will be empirical in outlook: Participants plan their
own study, collect corpus data and learn to analyse and visualize their findings using the
freeware software R.

“African American Vernacular English is not Standard English with mistakes” — although this
point was made compellingly by eminent linguist Geoffrey Pullum in response to the 1996
Oakland school board controversy, the current status of this English sociolect is still riddled
with public misconceptions. Among scholars, also the diachronic evolution of African American
English (AAE) in the context of colonial slave trade and US history is controversially debated,
leading this variety to be sometimes classified as a creole language. Through its long history,
AAE developed into a fairly stable contemporary variety that differs, in many features of lan-
guage structure, from the prestigious White norms codified as Standard (American) English.
The global visibility and diffusion of features of AAE have recently reached new heights via
various media and movements, above all via hip-hop music. Covering historical, structural,
typological, attitudinal, educational and media perspectives, this course introduces students to
AAE from multiple angles and puts participants in a position to investigate selected aspects in
greater detalil.

Vorlesung: Constructing North American History I: From Colonial Times to the Civil
War

mittwochs 17.15-18.45 Uhr Horsaalgebaude, HS 7 Stieglitz, Olaf

The lectures will explore how the unfolding of American history shaped American society and
thus the country’s political culture, institutions, and outcomes. Topics to be covered include
transatlantic influences on the emergence of an American republic, the formation of republican
institutions, the role of religion in shaping American politics and society, the evolution of an
American capitalism, tensions between regional and national institutions and cultures,
expansion and empire, and war. Next to political history, the class also underscores the
importance of social and cultural history and emphasizes the plurality of North America’s
population. Moreover, the course integrates global, transatlantic, and international
developments to better understand the nature of the American experience and its impact on
international affairs.

1402-2a/b/c The (Death of the) American Dream: Questioning Narratives of Power,
Wealth, and Individualism

The American Dream is a foundational myth of American society and culture. In recent dec-
ades, critics of this idea have become more vocal, pointing at the great inequality present in
Americansociety and even claiming that the American Dream is dead. Examining the historical
and social circumstances that have shaped the ideology of the American Dream is crucial in
order to understand how the US perceives itself as a nation without a class system, a nation
of immigrants who can climb the social ladder in a country of abundance and opportunities. In
this class, we will look at how and why the rags-to-riches narrative has been fashioned and we
will examine how narratives of wealth and equality have fueled the rise of American-style cap-
italism and determined the impact of mass consumerism. Looking at the history of American
imperialism will also provide another facet of how capitalistic forces determined American in-
tervention in the colonial context and beyond. Furthermore, we will investigate how the sup-
pression of the labor movement, the belief in trickle-down economics, and the lack of a social
safety net have led to increasing social inequality. Overall, in this seminar, we will reflect on
the way historical myths are created, narrated, and perpetuated and we will question these
very narratives by including different perspectives and varied points of view from which history
can be told.

The past two decades have seen the ever-increasing presence of digital technology in virtually
all realms of cultural production, seamlessly seeping into everyday activities—from how we
communicate, receive information, or buy things to how we find and consume entertainment.
These developments have also profoundly shaped US (popular) culture, and one particular
trend has been to merge what used to be distinct media environments into transmedia
experiences. Literature, too, has been entangled in such a convergence between film,
television, the Internet, and other media, in both content (e.g., in utopian or dystopian novels
imagining a fully digitalized future) and form (e.g., in experimental fiction that remediates
elements of television shows or video games). In this seminar, we want to theorize,
contextualize, and historicize these developments in order to scrutinize them from the
perspective of literary and cultural studies. To this end, we will analyze specific fictional artifacts
from a variety of media (e.g., potentially, films like The Matrix and Ex Machina, TV shows like
Westworld and Severance, novels like House of Leaves and The Circle, and video games like
Detroit: Become Human) and connect them to larger cultural discussions surrounding the so-
called Digital Age. Throughout the semester, we will tackle issues such as identity and
community, privacy and surveillance, conspiracy narratives, artificial intelligence and
transhumanism, and algorithms and digital literacy.

“African American Vernacular English is not Standard English with mistakes” — although this
point was made compellingly by eminent linguist Geoffrey Pullum in response to the 1996
Oakland school board controversy, the current status of this English sociolect is still riddled
with public misconceptions. Among scholars, also the diachronic evolution of African American
English (AAE) in the context of colonial slave trade and US history is controversially debated,
leading this variety to be sometimes classified as a creole language. Through its long history,
AAE developed into a fairly stable contemporary variety that differs, in many features of lan-
guage structure, from the prestigious White norms codified as Standard (American) English.
The global visibility and diffusion of features of AAE have recently reached new heights via
various media and movements, above all via hip-hop music. Covering historical, structural,
typological, attitudinal, educational and media perspectives, this course introduces students to
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AAE from multiple angles and puts participants in a position to investigate selected aspects in
greater detail.

The following account has been a rather influential narrative of one of the more distant periods
in English cultural history: With the Norman conquest of 1066, English culture, literature and
language were relegated to a social sphere that was significantly less prestigious than the
French of the Norman invaders or than the Latin of the newly-established clergy; however,
beginning in the fourteenth century — and possibly against the background of a series of
international conflicts known as the Hundred Years War — vernacular culture saw a revival that
led to the ‘triumph’ of English. This triumph has been regarded as being epitomised by the
works of such authors as Chaucer and Gower, the re-introduction of English as the language
of political and legal discourse, or the general surge in the production of vernacular
manuscripts and printed books in the fifteenth century. The story is straightforward enough,
but might it be too straightforward to be true? In the course of our seminar, we shall discuss
the process of construction English cultural identities in the period between roughly 1350 and
1550 for the sake of providing a better understanding of English culture in different late
medieval and early modern contexts.

Shakespeare’s Hamlet is one of the most famous tragedies in Western literary history. In
order to analyse a play so fraught with cultural significance, it needs to be thoroughly
historicised, contextualised, and theorised. We will take a look at the following aspects:

e Origins: The plot of the play is by no means Shakespeare’s own invention; the history
was first recorded in a medieval Danish chronicle, and there was also a previous Eliz-
abethan tragedy of the same name.

e Genre: Hamlet is a revenge tragedy, which is a genre that, going back to the Roman
playwright Seneca, was made immensely popular by Thomas Kyd’s Spanish Tragedy
in the 1580s. But Shakespeare questions and subverts the genre conventions to such
an extent that it can be termed a meta-revenge tragedy.

e Melancholy: Furthermore, the play’s protagonist suffers from melancholy. In order to
fully understand the concept of melancholy, it is important to look at the long tradition
of this medical concept from the classical age to the early modern period.
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e Politics: Political rulership and legitimacy plays an important role in the play. We will
discuss it therefore as negotiating the transition from a medieval feudal understanding
of the monarchy to the modern nation state, paying particular intention Machiavellian
politics.

In this seminar we inspect linguistic variation and change during the Early Modern period
(1500-1700). Apart from discussing the necessary historical, social and language-ideological
background issues, we will focus on major developments that affected English spelling,
vocabulary, phonology, morphology, and syntax. The seminar aims to provide a better
understanding of ‘early’ and ‘modern’ aspects of Early Modern English (EModE), as well as
the factors that drive language change during this period. We will build up a basic
understanding of key developments, read some classic empirical studies, inspect (modern
editions of) period texts, and generate our own empirical findings based on corpora.

Jack the Ripper is unguestionably one of the best-known Victorian ‘celebrities’ and offers itself
(with the infamous Whitechapel murders of 1888) as an object of analysis for various cultural
discourses in late-19th-century Britain, including gender, class, sexuality, ethnicity and national
identity. He (?) was also one of the first big sensations for the new mass circulation newspapers
and journalists, making him a veritable media phenomenon in his own right. However, his
identity remains unknown, so that he has become a ‘spectre’ in more than one sense, lending
himself to all kinds of interpretations, (conspiracy) theories, projections and rewritings until our
own day — from a cultural studies perspective, he can be seen as a (post)ymodern British myth.
In this course, we will analyse this phenomenon from both a Victorian as well as a neo-Victorian
perspective, discussing issues such as slums, poverty and the East End, immigration and
racism, prostitution and ‘sexual anarchy’, science, (social) Darwinism and degeneration, the
police and the press on the one hand, and looking at some of the more interesting 20th/21st-
century representations on the other, such as The Lodger (novel and film), From Hell (graphic
novel and film), Peter Ackroyd’s novel Dan Leno and the Limehouse Golem (1994, film version
2016), or TV series such as Whitechapel (Series 1, 2009) or Ripper Street (2012-16).

The theoretical texts and the extracts from The Refugee Tales will be made available on
moodle.
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The statistics are devastating. According to the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR) 89,3 million
people have been forcibly displaced from their home because of wars, famines, or natural
disasters in 2021. Among them are 36,5 million minors. How then can these statistics be
translated into “real stories about real people with real lives” (Roy)? How to write “the
autobiography of those who do not write” (Lejeune), because they cannot take the risk to tell
their story when stigmatized as ‘illegal’ or because they are too young or too traumatized to
tell the tale?

This course explores the ways in which literary authors have tried to “translate” the refugee
experience. A particular emphasis will be on the work of global writers of South Asian origin
such as Mohsin Hamid, Amitav Ghosh, and Aravind Adiga, who trace the experience of
escaping from climate catastrophe (Ghosh), war (Hamid), and poverty (Adiga) into Europe and
the US (Ghosh, Hamid) and Australia (Adiga). While all these writers experienced migration
and border crossings, none of them are refugees.

To narrate the refugee experience from the vantage point of the passport-carrying citizen
requires a great amount of trust and mutual exchange. The second emphasis of this course
are thus the ethical questions concerning voice, representation, and trust. Rather than
addressing these questions from a purely abstract angle, we will look at new, collaborative
“hospitable forms” (Rupp) that have emerged in the context of refugee literature in the 21
century. The four-volume, multi-authored project The Refugee Tales will be a case in point.
Almost all of these modern tales were constructed out of conversations between a writer and
one or more refugees as interlocutors. The texts that emerged in the process take on a variety
of forms — poetry, short fiction, dialogue — but had to be published under the name of the writer
for fear of reprisal.

Seminar Literaturwissenschaft: The Subject of Care

The interdisciplinary seminar brings together approaches from literary studies and cultural
philosophy to explore questions of what feminist ethics has called “care”, a concept that has
traditionally been understood as a practice and attitude that was primarily attributed to women
and positioned against an abstract legal morality which had been apostrophized as masculine
(Gilligan, Ruddick, Collins). More recently, the term has been used in the context of care work,
targeting socially underrepresented or invisible forms of reproductive labour that are carried
out either without remuneration in private households or under extremely precarious conditions
in hospitals and care institutions, especially by women and migrants (Fraser, Lorey, Narayan).
The aim of the seminar is to explore ‘care’ from a variety of different perspectives that may
enrich but potentially also interrupt and contest each other. The questions and topics we will
discuss include, but are not limited to:

Subjects and subjectivities: To what extent is it possible to re-think care as a more general way
of relating to the world, others and oneself (Heidegger, Foucault, Honneth)?

Concepts and canons: How can these philosophical canons be brought into dialogue with
feminist, ecocritical, and postcolonial debates about ethics of care and care work (Tronto,
Fraser, Ghosh)?

Narratives and negotiations: How is care narrated and negotiated in contemporary literature,
in particular, in postcolonial and queer literature (Obioma, Ghosh, Nelson)? Which new forms
and modes have emerged in the process (“planetary realism”, collaborative authorship etc.)?
As the seminar brings together two different MA programmes and hence, two different cohorts
of students, the course language will alternate between English and German.

This seminar offers an in-depth exploration of British cinema in the 1990s, a decade that
marked a significant period of transformation and experimentation both in British culture and

will examine the key themes, styles, and trends that emerged during this period and analyze
the cultural and social contexts that shaped them. We will study films that reflect the changing
attitudes towards British identity, gender, sexuality, race, and class. Some of the key directors
whose work we will examine include Gurinder Chadha, Ken Loach, Danny Boyle, and Stephen
Frears. By the end of the course, students will have gained a comprehensive understanding
of British cinema in the 1990s and developed the skills to critically analyze and write about film
within its cultural and historical contexts.

We are inviting students who will attend Teaching English Il (2201-2 Literature, Culture and
Media in the EFL classroom) in the winter term 2023/24 to participate in a virtual exchange
project with international TESOL students from The University of Auckland (New Zealand).
The project is part of the VELLA research project (Virtual Exchange between Ludwigsburg,
Leipzig and Auckland), which is an international and interdisciplinary online collaboration
between universities in Germany and New Zealand. The project is an extra-curricular offer.
Students will still need to enroll for 2201-2, but the module’s exam can be preponed by taking
part in the project.

The exchange project is geared towards students with an interest in intercultural encounters
with people across the globe. It offers student teachers the opportunity to engage in
experiential learning as they will participate both as learners as well as prospective teachers.
This double focus should lead to an increased awareness of the potentials and challenges of
virtual exchanges and thus help develop telecollaborative competences. The project also aims
at fostering intercultural and multilingual awareness as well as (critical) digital competences.
The project’s thematic focus will be on global topics like diversity and multilingualism, which
students will explore from various perspectives (e.g. by comparing cultural practices in Leipzig,
Auckland or other cities students know well). A variety of online tools for collaborating,
presenting results as well as designing digital teaching material (open educational
resources/OER) will be explored, thus allowing students to further develop their media
competence. The project will be guided by tasks, students will collaborate with a NZ-partner in
order to develop interactional and innovative digital activities (OERS) for the EFL classroom or
beyond (e.g. a virtual scavenger hunt). These digital products will be presented and used for
developing OER material (to be published online). A VE-logbook will be used to document and
reflect upon the project work.

There will be synchronous virtual meetings as well as face-to-face meetings with the German
project group. Students will be in touch with their NZ project partners through various (self-
determined) digital channels on a regular basis.

You may hold the view that grammar is a dry and boring thing that does nothing more than to
simply exist. This course, in contrast, asks: Where does grammar come from? The perspective
of grammaticalization reveals that grammar is not just ‘there’, but is constantly changing and
developing, thereby creating new forms and structures. In a narrow interpretation,
grammaticalization is about how grammatical categories evolve out of lexical ones. However,
its boundaries with related processes, such as lexicalization and constructionalization (the
formation of new form-meaning constructions), are not clearly delimited. We will adopt a
broader perspective and discuss grammaticalization phenomena in the wider context of
linguistic change in general. In doing so, we will pay particular attention to the role of different
mechanisms of change that have been suggested to underlie the process of
grammaticalization. The focus of the course will be on English, but other languages will be
considered for comparative purposes.

In this seminar we inspect linguistic variation and change during the Early Modern period
(1500-1700). Apart from discussing the necessary historical, social and language-ideological
background issues, we will focus on major developments that affected English spelling,
vocabulary, phonology, morphology, and syntax. The seminar aims to provide a better
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understanding of ‘early’ and ‘modern’ aspects of Early Modern English (EModE), as well as
the factors that drive language change during this period. We will build up a basic
understanding of key developments, read some classic empirical studies, inspect (modern
editions of) period texts, and generate our own empirical findings based on corpora.

In this seminar, we look at relatively recent developments in the central reference dialects of
British and American (Standard) English. We focus on lexical and grammatical changes that
can be explored using (online) corpora of English. Apart from building up their general
knowledge concerning certain linguistic phenomena and developing their analytical and
verbalisation skills, participants will also learn about more general social and linguistic
processes of change. For instance, we may ask which of the observed changes can be
explained in terms of ongoing grammaticalization, colloquialisation, democratisation and
Americanisation, respectively. Term papers will be empirical in outlook: Participants plan their
own study, collect corpus data and learn to analyse and visualize their findings using the
freeware software R.

“African American Vernacular English is not Standard English with mistakes” — although this
point was made compellingly by eminent linguist Geoffrey Pullum in response to the 1996
Oakland school board controversy, the current status of this English sociolect is still riddled
with public misconceptions. Among scholars, also the diachronic evolution of African American
English (AAE) in the context of colonial slave trade and US history is controversially debated,
leading this variety to be sometimes classified as a creole language. Through its long history,
AAE developed into a fairly stable contemporary variety that differs, in many features of lan-
guage structure, from the prestigious White norms codified as Standard (American) English.
The global visibility and diffusion of features of AAE have recently reached new heights via
various media and movements, above all via hip-hop music. Covering historical, structural,
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typological, attitudinal, educational and media perspectives, this course introduces students to
AAE from multiple angles and puts participants in a position to investigate selected aspects in
greater detail.

In order to develop research ideas in this discipline, we therefore need
to learn about (i) the possible effects of socio-stylistic variables (e.g. gender, social class,
contexts of language use) on linguistic variation; (ii) phonetic variables, i.e. characteristics of
speakers’ accents that may be influenced by such socio-stylistic factors; and (iii) sociophonetic
methodology, i.e. issues involved in planning, designing and conducting a sociophonetic study.
Term papers written in this seminar will be empirical in the sense that a small scale study
based on original data is planned and executed by seminar participants. For the empirical
components, we will work with the freeware softwares Praat and R, which will be introduced
step by step in the seminar.
